
Introduction

You will be looking at one of the most exciting stories in the Bible—
the story of the "little guy" up a tree who Jesus picked out of the
crowd because he was special and didn't know it. This man, though
a Jew, was a tax collector for the ruling Romans. In those days, tax
collectors were hated even more than they are today—because they
were known for cheating and were considered traitors.

We recommend that you move into groups of 4 because it is eas
ier to discuss things when you are in a smaller group—and you can
finish the discussion in 30 minutes.
